RACE MARSHALL DUTIES

1. Be familiar with the rules and make sure you have a copy of the rules with you.

2. Line up the contestants. Make sure that the chute is clear for the next racer to start.

3. Confirm that the start timer and handlers know that skier’s bindings are on the start line. Make sure that the start line is visible.

4. Remain in vicinity of start and be available for complaints.

5. Be prepared to make start judgments for: (Refer to Race Regulations)

A. Early start

B. Delay in Chute.

C. Wrong equipment: Racer is not allowed to start but can be a late starter if he can gather the correct equipment.

6. READ race talk 20 minutes before race starts. The racers then have 10 minutes to start. Give 

Five minute warning before race start.

7. START RACE, ONLY if the groomers have returned or have been notified to park off trail.

     Coordinate timers watches (3) at the start of each class. The first racer starts at ONE minute,

      then each racer at one minute intervals thereafter.
